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I am writing in the backdrop of a few representations, received by the Ministry of
Housing and Urban Affairs, from some of the street vendors/hawkers associations, inter-alia, on
the issue of constitution of the Town Vending Committees (TVC) and representation of street

vendors thereon, in terms of Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street
Vending) Act, 2014,

2 In this connection, | would like to draw your attention to the relevant provisions of the Act
which are reproduced below:

* The appropriate Government may, by rules made in this behalf, provide for the term and
the manner of constituting a Town Vending Committee in each local authority [Section
22 (1]

* The number of members representing the street vendors shall not be less than forty
percent, who shall be elected by the street vendors themselves in such manner as may
be prescribed [Section 22 (2) (d)];

* As per Section 3€, the Rules to be made may provide, inter-alia for:

(i) the term of, and the manner of constituting, the Town Vending Committee under sub-
- section (1 of Section 20 [(Section 36 (2)];

(i) The manner of elections among street vendors under clause (d) of subsection (2) of
section 22.

3 It is clear from the above, that the Act provides for constitution of the TVCs with the
elected members of street vendors. As the Rules under Street VVendors Act, 2014 have been
- notified by your State it is expected that the manner of election of street vendors'
representatives for constitution of TVCs forms part of the same. If the Rules provide for
constitution of TVC, in any manner other than election of street vendors, then these need to be
amended to bring them in conformity with the provisions of the Act. However, till the completion
of survey of street vendors and election of the representatives of street vendors, the state
government may constitute provisional TVCs. The term of provisional TVCs should not be more
than one year. To facilitate the States/UTs, however, it may be recalled that the Ministry had
circulated model rules which laid down the manner of conducting the elections of street vendors

for their representation on the TVC. The model Rules are also placed on the website of the
Ministry.
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4. in view of the above, it may kindly be ensured that the TVCs have been/ are being
_constituted in your state in accordance with the provisions of the Act, i.e. by way of elections. A
confirmation on this may be given to the Ministry at the earliest.

5. One more related issue is the eviction and relocation of street vendors. For this purpose,
there are specific provisions in the Act which need to be followed by the ULBs and police
authorities so that the urban street vendors are not subject any harassment. | would request you
to kindly instruct the ULBs to follow the provisions of the Act accordingly.
